I am Distinguished Professor of Atmospheric Sciences and Associate Dean of College of 

Science at National Taiwan University.   I obtained my Ph. D. from Massachusetts 

Institute of Technology in 1993, and worked as a post doctor at Princeton University in 

1993-1995.  Afterwards I joined the faculty position at the Department of Atmospheric 

Sciences, National Taiwan University.  I have participated in all AOGS meetings in 

recent 7 years and have actively convened sessions in the AS section.  My research 

focuses on tropical cyclones dynamics involving theories, observations, and numerical 

simulations.
